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[The White Rock Girls of Indianapolis, whose huge five-girl total of 2869 pins places them right at the top of the country's leading hig-scoring women's tenpin teams.
Rita Johns with the White Rocks Girls of Indianapolis traveled the country in the early 1940s breaking records in women's bowling. The White Rock Girls made their mark in
both State and City tournaments.

Rita bowled in her first National Tournament in Cincinnati 1938
1939 bowled in the Ladies Indiana State Bowling Tournament in South Bend Indiana
1939 the White Rock Girls established a new season record for the city
1941:
inning the Middle Western Championship before coming to the Eastern Tour in Staton Island the White Rock Girls were believed to be the strongest women's team to invade
Staten Island since 1930. In 1941, the White Rock girls swept the women's city tournament- at the Fox-Hunt alleys and Rita won the Class A singles with 579.
IThe White Rock Girls also pounded out a 2763-2709 victory over the Huntington men's team; 2696-2537 victory over the Elks men's team.

In April 1941, Rita Johns was the city of Indianapolis's singles titieholder and was the all-events victor (in the Indiana Bowling tournament for women in Kokomo) with a score of
1739; & the White Rock team scored 2917 being the first Indianpolis women's team in history to total more than 2900.

In Los Angels in May-June of 1941, the White Rock Girls of Indianapolis took first place in the 24th Women's International Bowling Congress with a team total of 2574.
[The White Rock team, the only feminie five to shoot past 2700, scoring 2816. Leading the way was Rita Johns with 637, the second best women's scotre of that year. In
Cleveland, the White Rock team took 2nd place in the handicap division and 1st place in actual scoring in the Central States tournament.

1942:

JApril 1942-three Indianapolis women bowers disrupted the standings of the Women's Indiana State tournament at Evansville with Rita Johns grabbing off the major laurels.

Rita and her partner, Mary Baas, rolled into first place in the doubles with 1069, and Rita took first in the singles with 596. Rita also went into first place in the all-events with
1636 giving Indianapolis women three of the four frist place honors of the meet.

May 1942- Milwaukee Wis the White Rock girls' team eclipsed last year's winning mark in the Interanatinal women's bowling tournament with a 2671 count on the opening night
of the 1942 regular team competition. Rita Johns led the Hoosier quad with 570

1943:
Chicago W.I.B.C. tournament, the White Rocks at the time lead the nation in league play with the best single-game and three-game performances of the season.

[The White Rock Girls get 1091 for High in U.S. - they zoomed above the 2900 mark again for the 4th time in a season. The 2958 three game total ranks as the 3rd best scored
by women anywhere in the country. The White Rocks boast 2923, 2900, 2983

IThe White Rock quintet was the nation's higest scoring women's team. Team consisted of Tillie Pesut, Rita Johns, Frances Snyder, Bertah Urbancie, & Ann Crull

"once again the nation's bowling spotlight has switched to Indianapolis where the
biggest ten-in splurge by women in the city's history is a matter of record. Leading the
assult on the national feminine standings for the 1942-1943 season and smashing an
Indianapolis team record for women were the White Rock Girls who posted a team
count of 2983, bettering their former city record of 2917 rolled in 1941. The new record
included a bulging single series of 1951, both being No. 1 scores for the United States.
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
